People seeking knowledge. Not

ready to buy. Target these with

educational content that

positions you as the authority.

N AV I G AT I O N A L

Someone knows where they

want to go. They're typing your

brand name. Make sure these

paths are clear.

C O M M E R C I A L

People researching before

buying. Comparing options,

reading reviews. Prime real

estate for conversion-focused

content.

T R A N S ACT I O N A L

Buyers ready to take action.

These are your money

keywords. Their credit card is

already out.

F I N D I N G  K E Y WO R D S  T H AT  C O N V E R T

Start with seed keywords related to what you sell, then expand using

tools that show real commercial intent. Look for phrases that include

buying signals: "best," "review," "vs," "price," "buy," "discount," "deal."

T H E  Q U E S T I O N  M E T H O D

Build content around questions people ask in your niche. Create

content that answers these questions better than anyone else. Go

deep. Provide examples. Show them exactly how to solve their

problem.

M A P P I N G  K E Y WO R D S  T O  C O N T E N T

Each page should target one primary keyword and several related

secondary terms. This prevents cannibalization — where your own

pages compete against each other. Now you have a roadmap instead

of random content creation.

T I T L E  TAG S :  YO U R  F I R S T

I M P R E S S I O N

Your title tag is prime real estate. It's what appears

in search results, in browser tabs, and is one of the

strongest on-page ranking factors. Keep it under

60 characters. Include your primary keyword near

the beginning.

✗ Bad: "Blog Post About Marketing"

✓ Good: "How Small Businesses Get 500% ROI

From Email Marketing"

M E TA  D E S C R I P T I O N S

Write these like ad copy. Include your keyword,

highlight the benefit, create urgency, and stay

under 160 characters. Meta descriptions impact

click-through rates — and CTR affects rankings.

H E A D E R  S T R U C T U R E

Use one H1 for your main title. Structure with H2s

for main sections and H3s for subsections.

Headers should tell readers what each section

covers — include keywords naturally, never

forcefully.

U R LS  T H AT  M A K E  S E N S E

Keep URLs short, include your primary keyword,

use hyphens between words, and keep it logical.

Clean URLs help users and search engines

understand page content before clicking.

Compress every image before uploading. Use

WebP format for photos and SVG for logos. Every

image needs alt text — describe accurately and

include keywords only when relevant.

Google indexes the mobile version of your

content first. If your mobile site is broken or

incomplete, your rankings suffer. Use

responsive design. Ensure text is readable

without zooming. Make buttons easily

tappable.

C O R E  W E B  V I TA LS

LCP (Largest Contentful Paint) measures

loading performance — must occur within 2.5

seconds. FID (First Input Delay) measures

interactivity — must be under 100ms. CLS

(Cumulative Layout Shift) measures visual

stability — elements shouldn't jump around as

the page loads.

S C H E M A  M A R K U P

Schema markup helps search engines

understand your content and can enable

enhanced listings — star ratings, prices,

availability. Implement Article, Product, FAQ,

Review schema types.

S S L  &  S I T E  A R C H I T E C T U R E

HTTPS is a ranking factor and essential for user

trust. Your entire site needs SSL encryption.

Logical site structure helps both users and

search engines. Organize content into clear

categories, keep important pages within three

clicks of the homepage.

name, address, and phone number. Build on

relevant local directories and major platforms

like Yelp and Facebook. Ensure consistency

everywhere — inconsistent information

confuses search engines.

LO C A L  C O N T E N T  T H AT  H E L P S

Create content that specifically addresses

local audiences. Location-specific service

pages, local event coverage, and locally

relevant guides work well. For businesses

serving multiple locations, create unique,

valuable content for each location page —

don't duplicate thin content with only the city

name changed.

R E V I E W S :  YO U R  P U B L I C

R E P U TAT I O N

Online reviews significantly influence local

search rankings. Actively encourage satisfied

customers to leave reviews. Respond to all

reviews — both positive and negative —

professionally and promptly.

LO C A L  L I N K S

Build local relevance through links from

community websites, local news outlets,

chambers of commerce, and business

associations. Participate in community events.

Video appears in both video search results and

regular search results. Write keyword-rich titles

and descriptions. Create detailed transcripts.

Design compelling thumbnails. Add chapters

for longer videos. Embed videos on relevant

pages to increase engagement.

P D F  O P T I M I Z AT I O N

PDFs can rank in search results but are often

overlooked. Use descriptive filenames, relevant

metadata, bookmarks for navigation, and

proper tagging for accessibility.

Consider whether content is better

served as a web page. Web pages are

generally easier to work with, more

accessible, and provide better mobile

experience.

Topic cluster strategy involves creating a comprehensive pillar page

covering a broad topic with multiple cluster pages covering related

subtopics in depth. Link cluster pages to the pillar page and each other.

This structure helps search engines understand your expertise and

increases the likelihood of ranking for a wider range of related keywords.

I N T E R N AT I O N A L  S E O :  G O I N G  G LO B A L

Use hreflang tags to indicate language and regional variations. Implement

proper URL structures. Create culturally appropriate content rather than

just translating. Consider local search engines and behaviors in different

markets. Each market requires different keyword research.

E N T E R P R I S E  S E O :  P L AY I N G  AT  S C A L E

Large websites face unique challenges: managing thousands of pages,

maintaining consistent performance, coordinating across multiple teams,

and addressing technical complexity. Implement scalable solutions —

templated rules, automated monitoring, clear governance, and prioritization

frameworks focusing on highest-impact pages.

A LG O R I T H M  U P DAT E S :  S U R V I V I N G  T H E  S H A K E U P S

When impacted by an update, analyze which pages lost rankings, identify

common characteristics of affected pages, understand what quality signals

the update targeted, and make meaningful improvements. Recovery often

requires fundamental content or technical improvements — not superficial

changes.

Be patient. Regaining rankings after addressing issues can take

weeks or months. The most successful practitioners never stop

improving their craft.
